Te Pikenga | Otago Polytechnic:

e Candidates must meet the academic entry criteria for their chosen programme of study.
(NB: If places on a course or programme are limited, normal selection criteria will apply).

e This Scholarship applies to Domestic learners only.

e In order to retain this scholarship, successful applicants are required to pass their
academic studies with a minimum of 50% in their first and subsequent years of study.
The study must be continuous.
Applicants must be enrolled in a full-time, full-year programme.
For those eligible for FeesFree (in lieu of tuition fees), successful recipients will be paid
$4,000 towards accommodation costs (if staying in one of Te Plkenga | Otago Polytechnic’s
on- campus accommodation options) or $2,000 towards course related costs.

e All successful recipients will be paired with a Tuakana (Maori Mentor) to guide them through
their first year of studies. Further details will be given to successful candidates.
